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BARANGAY PROFILE

Barangay Wawa who was once a part of several Barangay in
the Municipality of Pinamalayan, until the year 1969 through
the effort of the late Sangguniang Bayan Members Hon.
Ariston Metin and seconded by Hon. Tirzo Baldoza Sr who
forwarded or passed the resolution to the Municipal Council
and was approved then and became an independent
Barangay of the Municipality of Pinamalayan, Oriental
Mindoro.

It was called Wawa, because according to the ancient
people who first live or resident of this place, especially
those who were living during the Spanish Era, all places
located in the seaside and is a passage and exit of water

from the river to the sea and vice versa during low and high
tide is oftenly called Wawa.

Barangay Wawa, has a total land area of 15.23 hectares and
composed of five (5) Sitios called Sitio 1, Sitio 2, Sitio 3, Sitio
Riverside and Sitio Morente Ville. Barangay Wawa is a
coastal Barangay, its demographic location is bound in the
North by Barangay Lumambayan, Tablas Strait in the East,
Barangay Zone 1 in the West and Barangay Zone 2 in the
South. The resident’s source of income mostly came from
fishing, fish vending, stevedoring, construction workers or
labor services but now some of the residents were engaged
in business and some were working abroad or an Overseas
Filipino Workers (OFW). Barangay Wawa has a total
population of 3,673, 1,833 are male and 1,840 are female,
with a total household of 976 and a with total number of
families of 1,192.
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
